All technology products should be brought in on a flash drive so that they can be placed on the teacher’s computer for the presentation to the class.  Another alternative is emailing your project to the teacher.  Emailed projects should be received by the teacher NO LATER THAN MONDAY, March 31st, so that there is time to ensure the project did arrive and does work as intended.  PRESENTATIONS WILL BEGIN TUESDAY, April 1.
